4. Should be in any areas of Reservoir Engineering, Production Engineering and Drilling

CONDITIONS OF SERVICE 
As approved by the Board of Trustees, the appointment is for one (1) year in the first instance and 
renewable for another term of one (1) year. The holder will enjoy current level salary and 
allowances of a full Professor, to be paid by the University and an additional grant to support the 
activities of the holder (such as funding support for research, conferences, travels, technical and 
secretarial services, among others) under the auspices of the PTDF Professorial Chair Endowment. 
 
The occupant will be required to give an annual lecture, publish and disseminate research results 
and organize major seminars/lectures/symposia.
